S

ince 1993, the International Likhachev Readings have been

held at the St. Petersburg Humanities University of Trade
Unions (SPbGUP) as part of the Days of Slavonic Written Language
and Culture. Academician Dmitry Likhachev and a group of his fel-
low-thinkers at the Humanities University of Trade Unions, who had
founded a Congress of St. Petersburg Intelligentsia in 1966, were
among the initiators of the Readings. From the very outset, the
Readings were backed by the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAN)
and the Russian Education Academy (RAO) and held at SPGUP, an
establishment of higher learning with a glorious 80-year-long his-
tory that is now developing in accordance with an innovative cul-
tural centrist concept worked out there. The Readings are held un-
der the patronage of Russia’s Foreign Ministry.

More than 1,500 participants from 18 countries and 60 Russian
regions took part in this year's Readings. “A Dialog of Cultures
and Partnership of Civilizations” was the main theme of the 8th
Likhachev Readings. Among the participants in the discussion
there were scholars and representatives of world organizations
and forums: Jorge Sampaie, the High Representative of the UN
Secretary-General for the “Alliance of Civilizations” and former pres-

Prof. Kinhide Mushakoji, the director of the Center
for Asia-Pacific Partnership of the Economic and Law
University, Osaka, Japan; Prof. Vitaly Naumkin, the
director of the Center of Arab Studies at the Institute
of Oriental Studies of the Russian Academy of
Sciences; Rustem Khairov, executive director of
the International Public Foundation “For Survival
and Development of Mankind;" Prof. D.Syamsuddin,
secretary-general of the Indonesian Ulema Council;
Prof. Alexander Yakovenko, deputy foreign minister
of Russia, and others.

The rector of SPbGUF, A.S.Zapesotsky, who is a
corresponding member of RAD, opened the discussion.
He expressed an idea that gave -ise to a lively discus-
sion: “I think that mankind, which has embraced the
idea of the equality of individuals and human rights,
an important achievement of civilization, should now
embrace the idea of the equality of cultures and the
equal right of cultures to a dialog.” A.V.Yakovenko
noted, “Today, there are two schools of thought regard-
ing what Alexander Sergeyevich [Zapesotsky] said.

One holds that there should be an equal dialog and
mutual enrichment. The other is that stronger states
promote their own ideas of democracy, thereby creat-
ing a plane of inequality with neither the positions of
states being duly taken account of, nor the positions
of cultures being taken into consideration.”

Prof. I.Wallerstein stressed the need to recog-
nize the equality of cultures. He said that a dialog is
only possible among equals, otherwise, it turns into
a monologue of one of the participants. In the mod-
ern world, when the distribution of power and influ-
ence is changing dynamically, long-term peace and
mutual understanding can only be brought about if
there is recognition of the equality of cultures.

There was a different point of view, though. Prof.
V. V. Naumkin said, "Itis utopian to say that a dialog is
only possible among equals. Those who are stronger
will always think that they have more rights than the
weaker ones have.” Prof. P. Dudkevich came up with
the concept of a contract of civilizations as an alter-
native to the dialog of equal cultures. “In the post-
globalization era,” he said, “we should go from the

dialog phase to a new phase — a contract of civilizations based on
national interests. It will then be possible to build lasting political
and economic relations between nations.”

However, economic and political cooperation in today's compli-
cated and contradictory world is impossible without deep mutual
understanding between representatives of different cultures and
civilizations and without a dialog of cultures. That was the essence
of what Prof. K. Mushakoji and other guests said.

A.V.Yakovenko drew the attention of the participants to the
need to look for mechanisms for a dialog of cultures. “The devel-
opment of mechanisms for this kind of dialog is moving to the
foreground at the level of both individual states and at that of
international relations.” In this connection, Mr. J. Sampaio added
that on the initiative of the “Alliance of Civilizations,” a working
group has already been set up. It has come up with a series of
practical concrete steps to optimize intercultural interaction in
major areas: media, youth, education, and migration.

It was stressed during the discussion time and again that a
dialog of cultures in the present-day world cannot be considered
separate from culture-state relations. Prof. Wallerstein noted that
the most important prerequisite of a dialog is recognition of the
fact that neither “culture” nor “civilization” are characteristics of
a state. Every state has people belonging to different cultures and
different civilizations. That is why the main question is whether
or not a state pursues a policy of forcible conversion of cultural
minorities to the dominant culture or provides them an environ-
ment corresponding to the polycultural reality. In this context,
W.Schwimmer underscored the importance of developing a civil
society in every country in order to have a firm basis for a dialog
of cultures. "For there to be a dialog of civilizations there must be
democracy, observation of human rights and human dignity, and
personal freedom so that civilizations can join this dialog as free
civilizations.”

Many participants in the discussion called the loss of the indis-
putable world leadership of the European (Western) civilization a
major change in the present period. Mr. V. Popov noted that other
centers such as China, India, as well as Muslim countries, are gradu-
ally but ever more assertively taking over from the “old” centers.
Confrontation between the West and the Muslim countries is be-
coming one of the axes of development in present-day international
relations.

Sh. Mustafayev, K.J.Chandra, and K.Mushakoji spoke about
the conflict between the West and the East. Tt was noted that the
negative anti-Western potential accumulated worldwide was, first of
all, caused by the dissatisfaction of Oriental countries with the re-
sults of modernization with the Western lifestyle model having been
transformed into some kind of universal model.

In conclusion, A.V.Yakovenko thanked A.S.Zapesotsky
for organizing the discussion: “The St. Petersburg Humanities
University of Trade Unions was the initiator of our dialog. I con-
sider this university to be one of the leaders in discussing this
topic. I would like to express the hope that this kind of discus-
sion will go on, all the more so that we have a format, a good for-
mat - the Likhachev Readings.”

In May next year, the dialog of cultures will be continued on the
banks of the Neva.
